It examines the deep history of black activism in the state and reveals the multi-generational
effort of men and women whose courage and sacrifice ended centuries of institutionalized
racism.

Givil Rights in the Sunshine State is one of the first attempts fo view the Florida civil rights
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movement through a statewide lens. From Miami to Tallahassee and St. Petersburg fo St.
Augustine, the Florida movement is explored at the local, State, and national levels.
